On Friday 13th March 2020, nine intrepid year 8 girls participated in a STEM challenge run by BAE systems at the 
Fleet Air Arm museum.  Their challenge was to design and build an undercarriage with working 
electronics.  !ŦǘŜǊ ǎŜŜƛƴƎ ŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴǘ ŜȄŀƳǇƭŜǎ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ƳǳǎŜǳƳΩǎ ŜȄtensive aircraft collection the pupils then 
designed and constructed their own undercarriage system.
